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Medicaid Eligibility Overview

· Mainecare categories (see attached eligibility chart)

· Most recent and significant category added to Mainecare is the non-categorical group covering individuals between the ages of 21–64 years

· To be eligible, incomes must be below 100% of the FPL

· There is no medical necessity to be eligible
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Potential Medicaid Service Options For the Homeless Population: 

· Targeted Case Management (Sec. 13)

· Community Support Services (Sec. 17)

· Mental Health Services (Sec. 65)

· Private Non-Medical Institutions (Sec. 97)
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Targeted Case Management

· In 2002, Targeted Case Management services were expanded to cover individuals who were living in specified supported housing or being served by agencies receiving SOS dollars through Maine State Housing Authority in specific Counties in the State

· Targeted Case Management was already covering Maine care-eligible individuals with MR, HIV/AIDS, juveniles, and other specified populations
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Community Support Services

· Designed for Maine care-eligible individuals 18 years or older who are diagnosed with a mental illness

· These services are intended to restore skills needed to live independently
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Mental Health Services

· These services are designed for Mainecare-eligible adults and children who have a DSM Axis I or II diagnosis

· These services must be medically necessary

· Services include: out-patient mental health, crisis services, ACT services, behavioral health services, medication services, to name a few
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Private Non-Medical Institutions (PNMIs)

Definition:


An agency/facility that is NOT a health insuring organization, hospital, nursing home, or community health center, that provides food, shelter, and treatment services to four or more residents in single or multiple facilities
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PNMIs (Cont.)

· PNMIs can serve the below listed populations:

· Persons with substance abuse disorders

· Children

· Persons with mental illness

· Persons with medical and remedial needs

· Persons with mental retardation
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Challenges to Service Options as They Relate to Homelessness
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Service Coverage:

· PNMI versus Community Support Services

· Currently there are no new PNMIs being established

· Lack of coverage for the “aging out” youth population
