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Basic Requirements

Services must:

Be medical or remedial

Involve direct patient care

Purpose: To diagnose, treat, prevent, or limit the harmful effects of illness, injury, or other physical or mental health problems
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What Services Are Not Covered

Services that are not medical 

Examples:

Social

Environmental

Comfort

Public health
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Mandatory and Optional Services

Only services enumerated in statute are covered

Mandatory services: must be covered by all States, different for categorically and medically needy

Optional services: States choose whether or not to cover

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Mandatory Services for Categorically Needy

Nursing facility, ages 21 and older
Family planning and supplies

Early and periodic screening, diagnosis and treatment; EPSDT

Mandatory Services for Categorically Needy

Services related to pregnancy and conditions that could complicate pregnancy, continued:

Necessary for the health of the pregnant woman and fetus 

Necessary as a result of the woman having been pregnant

Necessary to address conditions that might complicate the pregnancy
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Mandatory Services for Categorically Needy

Services related to pregnancy and conditions that could complicate pregnancy, continued
Include, but are not limited to:
Prenatal care

Delivery

Postpartum care

Family planning services
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Mandatory Services for the Medically Needy

Prenatal care and delivery services for pregnant women

Ambulatory services for individuals under age 18 and groups entitled to institutional services

Home health services for individuals entitled to skilled nursing facility services

Additional services if State covers services provided in institutions for mental diseases, IMDs, or intermediate care facilities for the mentally retarded, ICF slash MRs
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Optional Services

May be provided:

To categorically needy only

To both categorically needy and medically needy

Not at all
